Objective:  To create an opportunity for the youth of Western Michigan to grow spiritually by serving in the community, to fellowship with other congregations, and learn to work as a team.  

Cost: The cost is $20 per teen and $10 per adult to help with the cost of meals, t-shirts and recreation.  A discount price of $15 per teen will be given for families with two or more participating.  Scholarships may be available, if needed.  Call Southside Church of Christ for more information.

Location: We will be meeting each day at the Southside building for a devotional before heading to the work sites.  We will have three or four houses to paint in the Grand Rapids area.  Lunch and dinner will be served at Southside each day.  Housing is available for those from a long distance either in the home of Southside church members or in rented rooms.  Other may choose to stay in the rented rooms as well but will need to pay the additional cost.  Showers before dinner will be available for all. 

Sites:  The houses that will be painted during the week are referred to as work sites.  The tasks at the sites will include scraping, painting, caulking, minor repairs, cleaning up and perhaps light yard work.  The houses will be owned by people who are living on a limited income or by senior citizens who cannot do the work themselves.  There will be at least 3 adult crew leaders and 12 to 15 youth at each site.
Safety Factor: Each site will be inspected by adults before the Work Camp begins.  First aid will be available at each site.  Water will be provided at each site during the day.  Our policy is always safety first!

There must be at least one adult or college student for every five teens from your congregation.
