Dear Group Leader,

Group Leader’s Guide

Who Can Participate?

Anyone who is 12 years old and up is invited to participate in Work Camp.  However, this is a long, hard week for younger people.   We do expect them to work.  You know your teens best.  If you feel it would be better to wait until they are older, use your discretion.  

Adult Workers

You should have at least one adult or college student for every 5 teens.  (For exceptions please contact us for permission.)  Adult workers must also submit registration and health forms.  Adult workers will serve as site leaders, food preparers and/or photographers.  They should indicate their job preference on their registration form.
Meals
All lunches and dinners will be provided and served at the Southside church building.  Breakfast should be eaten in the homes.  Water, ice and cups will be provided at each site.  Please let us know of any food allergies for anyone from your congregation.
Crews
A work crew will consist of 2-3 adults, including college students and 10-15 teens.  Each youth group is divided up and members are assigned to different crews.  To help us, please pair your teens ahead of time on the back of the Group Registration Form in the space provided.  This will allow workers to make new friends but be with at least one person they know while they work during the day.  Changing groups will not be permitted.

Advance Preparation
As the leader you should stress the seriousness of Work Camp.  It is hard work in heat and humidity.  Everyone is expected to be a servant, to work without complaining and to behave and dress in a Christ-like manner at all times.  Above all, pray for your teens and for Work Camp.

Registration
Make as many copies as needed of the Registration Brochure and Health Forms to distribute to your team.  Collect the completed forms and registration money from all participants and mail one church check with the individual registration forms, health history forms, and group registration form by June 7 to:
